All Ireland Final Ticket Allocation
This document sets out the policy agreed by the Executive Committee of Carryduff G.A.C. for the allocation of Championship and All Ireland Match tickets. This policy will be applied in the event that the number of requests for Championship and All Ireland match tickets exceeds the number of tickets received from the Down County Board. The order of preference was subsequently amended by an AGM Motion in 2008. 

Please note the ticket prices – approximately 70 euros (Stand) and 50 euros (Hill 16). There will be no concession rates for Juveniles or Senior Citizens. 

Members are asked to read the policy carefully and indicate in their written application their name, category to which they belong and type of ticket(s) requested. 

Application(s) for tickets must be received by 6pm on Sunday 5th September 2010. 

Please note that all requests received to date are considered as invalid and must be resubmitted with the information outlined above.  

Members are asked to refrain from telephoning the Secretary to make their requests as these will not be accepted.   

Criteria
1.1 The criteria for the allocation of tickets are set out below:

a. A written application for tickets via e-mail or letter must be made to the Club Secretary, Roisin Robinson on roisin.robinson@btinternet.com or by hand delivery to 51 Oakwood Avenue, Carryduff, BT8. 
b. The Club membership fee must have been paid on or before 31 March 2010.
c. The ticket must be paid for upon receipt (Post dated cheques are not acceptable). 

Allocation - Order of Preference

Where the criteria set out above are satisfied, tickets will be allocated in the following order of preference: 

Category 1:
Club Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer. 

Category 2:
Committee members, referees, adult players, managers of all teams

Category 3: Sub-committee members, team mentors

Category 4: All other members
Notes on allocation procedure
1.2 Each person in the categories above is entitled to one ticket only until all those members who have requested tickets have received one.
1.3 A person is entitled to be included in one category only - the highest.  For example, if the chairperson is also a manager, member of a sub-committee and a player he/she in effect falls into all six criteria. He/she will receive a ticket as chairperson and will be removed from all other allocations. 
1.4 A person to whom paragraph 1.5 applies cannot nominate another person in their place to receive a ticket in a lower category, e.g. if a manager is a member of the Executive Committee and receives a ticket under that category, he/she cannot nominate a mentor to receive a ticket as manager. 
1.5 Only when tickets have been allocated to those in Category 1 may the allocation move on to those in Category 2 and so on until all tickets have been allocated. 
1.6 In the event of there being insufficient tickets to meet the requests in a particular category, the allocation will be made on the basis of a draw whereby all names of those in the category will be put in a hat and names drawn at random until all remaining tickets have been allocated. 
1.7 If, after everyone who has made application has received one ticket, and there are tickets left, then a draw will take place for those members who requested more than one ticket. This will be a straight draw (names drawn at random out of a hat) taking no account of the order of preference set out above.
