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Health and Safety Policy

11.1 It is the policy of Carryduff GAC to ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, the health, safety and welfare of all members and visitors having access to the club premises and playing fields. 
Aims

11.2 The Club aims to ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable that: 

· equipment is maintained and is safe to use 

· safe arrangements are used for the use, handling and storage of articles and substances  

· information, training and supervision for members, players, managers and visitors is available 

· premises are well maintained 

· the training and playing environment is  safe
Responsibilities of Members and Facility Users

11.3 Members, players, managers and visitors to the Club are expected to:

a. Take care of their own health and safety whilst on the premises. It is the duty of designated members to ensure that their visitors are made aware of the particular hazards they are likely to encounter and how to deal with them. 

b. Everyone in the Club is expected to co-operate in maintaining a safe and healthy environment for all. This includes obtaining adequate information and advice before using equipment and techniques. 

11.4 The Club Chairman, through the Health and Safety Officer is responsible for monitoring day-to-day observance of Club safety requirements in their facility. 
Members Safety

11.5 The following are intended to ensure the safety of members:

a. Members have a responsibility for their own safety and that of others, but the Club is bound to ensure that all reasonable precautions are taken during Club organised events such as training, matches and tournaments.

b. The attention of members should be drawn to their responsibilities regarding safety matters, and to any specific instructions, by induction courses, safety information leaflets and word of mouth. 

c. Players should not normally train alone. 

d. Managers will provide key safety information to players undertaking activities under their supervision. This includes ensuring that the required appropriate safety gear is worn during training and other events. 

e. Those responsible for organising physical activity should draw the attention of players to the position regarding insurance against accident and illness. Information on treatment of injuries is displayed on the notice board in the Clubhouse. 

f. External organisations using the facilities should ensure that their activities are carried out in a safe manner and that participants comply with any regulations imposed by the Club in relation to Health and Safety. 
Code of Practice for Youth Activities – Safety

11.6 The attention of Committee members, managers and mentors is also drawn to the “Code of Practice for Youth Activities – Safety” as set out in the Club’s Youth policy and procedures (Club Manual, Section 7). 
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
