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Awards Policy


Introduction

9.1 Carryduff G.A.C. relies on the time, effort and commitment given by members who help in the day to day running of the Club in either a sporting and/or administrative capacity.  On the field of play, it relies on playing members demonstrating a commitment to the Club through attendance at training, matches and other Club activities.

9.2 Each year the Club makes awards to members to recognise outstanding achievements within and contributions to the Club.  While there are many in the Club who make a significant contribution to team development or in the running of the Club, it is not possible to give awards to everyone nor would it be desirable to do so as this would devalue the awards made.

9.3 The purpose of this policy is to:

· Let everyone know the annual awards made by the Club and to ensure consistency throughout the Club

· Introduce the Club Hall of Fame Award


Annual Awards
9.4 There may only be one recipient of each award.  Guidelines are provided at paragraph 3.1 to help Management Teams determine the recipient of player awards where more than one player is in contention.


Club Person of the Year

9.5 The Executive Committee, by individual vote, determine the recipient of the Club Person of the Year award.  A member of the Executive Committee is appointed to seek from each Executive Committee member their nominee for the award.  When all nominations have been made the person who receives the most votes will receive the award.   In the event of 2 or more people receiving an equal number of votes the Club Chairman will have the deciding vote.

9.6 Until the award is made, the name of the recipient is known only by the person who collected the votes, the person who arranges the purchase of the award and the Club Chairman.


Player of the Year

9.7 A Player of the Year award is made to each adult and juvenile team in the Club.  At under age level, where 2 teams are entered into competitive leagues (e.g. U14 A and U14B teams) a Player of the Year award is made to each team.

9.8 The Team Managers and mentors collectively determine who receives the award.


Most Improved Player of the Year

9.9 A Most Improved Player of the Year award is made to each juvenile team in the Club.  At under age level, where 2 teams are entered into competitive leagues (e.g. U14 A and U14B teams) then an award for Most Improved Player of the Year may be made to each team.

9.10 The Team Managers and mentors collectively determine who receives the award.


Guidelines for Player Awards
9.11 The recipient of the Player of the Year award and the Most Improved Player of the Year award may be obvious to the management team.  However, on occasion, more than one player may be in contention.  In such instances the Management Team may look at a range of criteria to help them make the final decision.  Criteria for consideration are listed below although it should be noted that the list is not exhaustive:

· Attendance at training and matches

· Positive attitude to management instruction, advice and direction

· Acceptance of constructive criticism

· Behaviour towards management team, team mates, opponents, match officials

· Disciplinary penalties imposed: number of yellow or red cards and internal Club disciplinary penalties (whether informal or formal) in the season

· Team Player

· Contribution to Team achievements

· Shows leadership

· Assists team mates

· Assists with other teams in the Club and/or other Club activities

· Complies with relevant Club policies, e.g. Code of Conduct, Youth Policy, Equality Policy

Hall of Fame Award

9.12 The Hall of Fame award is intended to recognise significant achievements and/or long standing contribution to the GAA or the Club made by Club members (past and/or present).  This will not be an annual award but rather will be made only when it is considered appropriate.  Nominations for the Hall of Fame Award may be submitted by an adult member of the Club to the Executive Committee who will determine whether the award should be made.
